Documented previous experience is required, as are current certifications as a Wilderness First Responder and
Lifeguard,. Wilderness Trip Leaders are 21 or older and preference is given to current Registered Maine
Guides and Maine State Trip Leaders.

Applicants should realize that the job of a Wilderness Trip Leader is challenging, demanding, and requires a
great deal of patience and understanding. Personal lifestyle sacrifices may have to be made. Sensitive and
dynamic leadership is necessary to provide teenagers the opportunity to grow, to relate to others, to establish
life-long values and to increase their awareness of the natural world and learn wilderness travel skills.
